You are called to make a disciple.
This week we are going to focus on the call to be a disciple. 
A few months ago, the rap artist, P.Diddy, started a reality show to find an assistant. It was called I Want to Work for Diddy.

He actually ripped off the idea for his show from the Donald Trump Show called “The Apprentice” where each week one of the possible apprentices would be voted off until just one was left and they are employed. 
Have you seen the latest Disney movie: The Sorcerer’s Apprentice? Here is the trailer in case you have not seen it yet.

Storyline: Balthazar Blake (Nicolas Cage) is a master sorcerer in modern-day Manhattan trying to defend the city from his arch-nemesis, Maxim Horvath (Alfred Molina). Balthazar can't do it alone, so he recruits Dave Stutler (Jay Baruchel), a seemingly average guy who demonstrates hidden potential, as his reluctant protégé. The sorcerer gives his unwilling accomplice a crash course in the art and science of magic, and together, these unlikely partners work to stop the forces of darkness. It'll take all the courage Dave can muster to survive his training, save the city and get the girl as he becomes "The Sorcerer's Apprentice."

Documentary: In 2006 a documentary, entitled Twelve Disciples of Nelson Mandela, was created about a group of South African students who were called the Bloemfontein Twelve. These students joined together to keep the anti-apartheid movement alive from East Africa, Europe, America and Cuba. They were followers of Nelson Mandela and his ideals and worked together to keep his dream for a new South Africa alive! 

Novel: Ranger’s Apprentice. He had always wanted to be a warrior. The Rangers, with their dark cloaks and shadowy ways, made him nervous. The villagers believe the Rangers practice magic that makes them invisible to ordinary people. And now fifteen year-old Will, always small for his age, has been chosen as a Ranger's apprentice. What he doesn't realize yet is that the Rangers are the protectors of the kingdom. Highly trained in the skills of battle and surveillance, they fight the battles before the battles reach the people. And as Will is about to learn, there is a large battle brewing. The exiled Morgarath, Lord of the Mountains of Rain and Night, is gathering his forces for an attack on the kingdom. This time, he will not be denied . . . . 
The idea of following someone – is not a new idea – if you use Twitter you do it all the time… 
if you use Facebook you do it all the time… 
if you use Mxit you do it all the time! 
The idea of an apprentice is also not a new idea – in fact. Throughout the Bible there are references to people who were apprentices to other – sometimes they were called disciples or followers. The prophets in the Old Testament had disciples. 

Jesus had disciples – twelve in fact! 

They were Philip, Simon, Thaddaeus, Judas, Thomas, Nathanael, Peter, James, another James, Matthew, Andrew and John.

In fact, Jesus ran the first season of The Apprentice. Here is what those who were chosen as his disiples were getting themselves into: 

(1) He invited them to follow him and learn from him: Come follow me, and I will make you fishers of men. (Mark 1:17) 

(2) He spent time helping them grow: He appointed twelve that they might be with him and that he might send them out to preach. (Mark 3:14) 

(3) He sent them out to reach others: Go into all the world and preach the good news to all creation. (Mark 16:15)

Jesus wants you to work for him, be his apprentice, be his disciple. No matter what you do in life – whether you are at school, work part-time at McDonalds on weekends, or graduate and work at Standard Bank… Jesus wants you to be his apprentice (his disciple or his follower). 

What does it mean to be a disciple of Jesus? 

1. Follow Jesus – In Matthew 4:19 Jesus invited a group of guys to follow him. 

A. Believe His Words: Simon Peter answered Jesus, "Lord, to what person could we go? Your words give eternal life. Besides, we believe and know that you are the Holy One of God." (John 6:68-69) It all starts with believing that Jesus is who he said he is – the son of God, the saviour of the world. Without that we cannot follow Jesus.
(2) Imitate His Character: Everyone who is well-trained will be like his teacher. (Luke 6:40). The goal is to become like Jesus. To be transformed into his likeness – so his good qualities become ours, so his passions become ours. 

(3) Obey His Commands – like a soldier in an army disciples of Jesus are expected to follow his commands – to listen to what he tells us to do! 

2. Fish for Men: In Matthew 4:19 also called the guys to fish for men. 

3. Fellowship With Others: Jesus called a group of people and not just individuals – they were called into relationship with each other and spent a lot of time together. 

The secret to being a disciple of Jesus is to Look ‘n Listen! 
Look at Jesus:  that means you have to look at what he did while he was on earth, look out for what he is doing in the world today – get to know what he is passionate about, what he loves doing… 
Listen to Jesus: – don’t just look – listen too. Do what he tells you to do, become what he tells you to become – even if it sounds outrageous – listen to what he says to you! 
Video Clip: Look ‘n Listen – let’s try it. As we watch this short video clip – I want you to watch what Jesus is doing and listen out to what he wants you to do! The Scene: a group of religious leaders have caught a woman in the act of adultery – and they are about to stone her when Jesus arrives on the scene… 
Look at the text of John 8:7-11 and listen to what Jesus is saying to you: Jesus straightened up and said, "The person who is sinless should be the first to throw a stone at her." Then he bent down again and continued writing on the ground. One by one, beginning with the older men, the scribes and Pharisees left. Jesus was left alone with the woman. Then Jesus straightened up and asked her, "Where did they go? Has anyone condemned you?" The woman answered, "No one, sir." Jesus said, "I don't condemn you either. Go! From now on don't sin." 

How will you answer the call?

The rich young man was called to follow Jesus – let’s see how he responded to Jesus’ call! 
I want to work for Daddy – Father God 
I want to be the Saviour’s Apprentice 
I want to be Jesus’ apprentice!
