Welcome to week 4 of our BORN4THIS series at igniteYOUTH.

Moses’ Story: Two weeks ago, I was with some friends, heading out of town to attend a friend's burial and to console with the family. Along the way, we spotted a man who'd alighted from a taxi, running after after it, desperately trying to flag it down. Since we were in a personal car, we thought to give him a ride and help him chase after the taxi. It turned out that he had lost his mobile phone to a pick pocket. By the time we were catching up with the taxi the pick pocket had already alighted and disappeared. Again, God presented a miracle moment. Two of my friends quickly put together enough money to buy hime a new phone. Meanwhile, the poor man had walked away, crestfallen, wondering how on earth he would be able to afford another phone. Then the one friend and I ran after him and called out to him. When he saw us, he supposed that maybe we had recovered his stolen phone and that we were running after him to give it back. But when we got to him and told him that we were giving him money with which to replace the stolen phone, the man's countenance changed immediately and he got down on his knees to thank us. We had to quickly tell him to stand and that we were really just so privileged to be involved in restoring hope to his life. He asked for our contacts but we declined, choosing instead to remain anonymous. When we got back to the car we prayed for him, that he would draw closer to God through this experience. But most of all, we thanked God for the opportunity to be His instruments of hope and prayed that we would always be sensitive to His gentle nudges.
In last three weeks we have learnt that we were born to walk out of our door each morning expecting God to use us to deliver a miracle. 
A miracle happens when you act on God’s nudge to meet a need through His power. 

Steps: There are five steps that we take to deliver a miracle: 

1. Identify the Person – God wants to meet the specific need of another person through us so we keep our eyes open to see who God is leading us to. 

2. Isolate the Need – The person may have many needs so we have to identify the need that God wants to meet through us at this time. 
3. Open the Heart - We need to prepare people to receive a miracle from God so we have to touch their heart. 

4. Deliver the Miracle – Now we actively partner with the Spirit to deliver the miracle. 
5. Transfer the Credit – the last step is to make sure that the person knows that God is the one who has done the miracle. 

Keys: There are also keys to delivering miracles – we have looked at 4 so far: 

1. The Master Key: You have to take time each day to ask God to send you on a mission. 

2. The People Key: If you have God’s heart for people you will want to meet their needs. 

3. The Spirit Key: You know you can’t do miracles in your own power, so you partner with the Holy Spirit. 

4. The Risk Key: You might experience fear or insecurities, so you decide to take risks to deliver miracles. 

Signals: There are signals to look out for as you follow the steps and use the keys: 

1. The Nudge – this is a signal from God that suddenly turns out attention to something, or someone, we weren’t thinking about. 

2. The Clue - People communicate, through words or by body language, how they are feeling, what they want and what needs they have. 
3. The Bump - A bump is something you do to the person to surface or confirm a need. 
4. The Prompt – This is a signal from God to you that comes as a sudden insight about the person you are helping. 
5. The Alert - A fear alert is a signal you receive from flesh that wants to keep you from delivering the miracle. 

Testimony Time: This is your chance to talk about your experience with learning how to deliver miracles in the past week. 

The chapter begins with a story of how Bruce Wilkinson and his son went out late one night looking for ice-cream. A waitress served them and while they were being served he was prompted to give her a whole bundle of money. Despite his fears that people might question his motives he slipped the money into her apron and when she returned from the kitchen she remarked that he must know Jesus, because it was the exact amount that she needed to pay for her rent to avoid eviction. 

In stories like this we realize that: 

* God is at work behind the scenes orchestrating the place and timing of miracle connections. 

* God nudges a sent one to connect with a person in need. 

* God arranges the event so that when the miracle delivery happens, the recipient knows in their heart that God intervened specifically for them. 
Key Number 5 is the Money Key: You were born to deliver miracles with money.

Understanding It: We can use our money to show God’s goodness in miraculous ways. Let them do good, that they may be rich in good works, ready to give, willing to share. (1 Timothy 6:18) 

Understanding It: God uses people to unlock a miracle of financial provision for another person. We see God’s transfer process in Proverbs 19:17: “Whoever is generous lends to the Lord, and he will pay back what he has given”. 

What if we actually did this as a community? What impact would it have on the world around us??? 
Using It 1: Here is a practical tool for delivering financial miracles: The God Pocket. The God Pocket is a specific location where you keep money that has been devoted to God so that you can give it to someone in need as soon as God nudges you to do so. This means that we are ready in advance to give when we come across a need. Here are five helpful steps to use with the God Pocket: (1) Decide how much money to put into your God Pocket. This is not your monthly tithe money but extra money to give away as God leads you. (2) Give it to God - it is still in your possession, but it is no longer yours but God’s to do whatever he wants to do with it. (3) Put it into your God Pocket. Choose a special spot where it won’t get confused with your other money – a different place in your wallet or purse, or a dedicate pocket. (4) Aim to pass it on when God nudges, you won’t argue with Him or talk yourself out of giving it away. Just trust that God will meet a need through you where he reveals the person to you. (5) Wait for God to nudge you when, where, and to who He wants His funds transferred. When you are carrying money around that is no longer yours, money that you have detached yourself emotionally from, you will be free to act when God nudges you. And you will be able to do so with freedom, joy and expectation. Be careful to treat your God Pocket with respect. It is not your slush fund to borrow from when needs arise or when you see an item on sale that you want to buy. Remember, the money in your God Pocket belongs to God and you only look after it until He nudges you to give it away. 
The God Pocket Pledge: I want you to think of an amount of money that you are going to put into your God-pocket and give away this week. When you have the amount I want you to write it on the piece of paper we are giving you and put it in the box that will be passed around. It is anonymous. We are going to add it up and see how much we are pledging to give away this coming week. Next Sunday we will have you write down the amount that you actually gave away and we will see how much we gave away in total! 

Using It 2: Here is some practical advice on how to turn the giving into a spiritual encounter: When you feed a nudge from God to give the money to someone you might say: “A special friend of mine asked me to carry around some of His money. He asked me to keep my eye out for someone that I think He would want to help out. When I find that person, I help them. My friend would definitely want you to have this money.”  When it is appropriate you can let the person know your friend is God. 

Don’t forget that when delivering a financial miracle you should still use the five step process we learnt before: 

1. Identify the person God wants to help – wait until God nudges you to give to someone in particular. 

2. Isolate the need – don’t just throw money at all their needs – ask God to specifically direct you to meet a specific need that they have. 

3. Open the heart and increase the desire – get the person to express their specific need to ensure the money is used for that purpose and is not wasted on something else. 
4. Deliver the miracle – give the money to the person and, if necessary, use the story about your friend who has entrusted the money to you. 

5. Transfer the credit – make sure that God gets all the credit and not you. Think of yourself as Heaven’s bank teller, facilitating a heavenly withdrawal at the Owners request. Try to get the person to recognize that it is God who has met their need through you. 

Some common questions: 

1. Aren’t we supposed to give money in secret? Matthew 6:1-4 is often quoted but it speaks about people acting with pride. With the Money Key we deliberately give maximum credit to God. Jesus said that we must let men see our good works so they can glorify our Father in heaven (Matthew 5:16). 

2. What if I choose to give the money to the wrong person? This could happen if we act without a nudge or misinterpret a nudge. With practice we will improve in our ability to follow God’s leading accurately. 

3. What if the person uses the money for wrong things, like drugs? This can happen, but in reality it is not that common. Remember that this miracle is tailor-made to meet a specific need that someone has in their life.
