Born For This – Week 4 Handout
In the first three weeks we learnt about four keys to deliver miracles: (1) The Master Key (asking God to send us on a mission to deliver miracles); (2) The People Key (God wants us to share his heart for people); (3) The Spirit Key (we partner with the Spirit to do God’s work); (4) The Risk Key (we will need to take a risk to meet someone’s need). We also learnt that there are five steps to delivering a miracle:  (1) Identify the Person that God want you to meet a need for, (2) Isolate their need, (3) Open their heart to receive a miracle from God, (4) Deliver the miracle, and (5) Transfer the credit to God. There are also five signals that help us on the way: (1) The Nudge – God to You (How God gets your attention and directs you); (2) The Cue – The Person to You (How people reveal a need God may want to meet through you), (3) The Bump – You to the Person (How you use a question to clarify a person’s need), (4) The Prompt – God to You (How God provides you with insight during the delivery of a miracle) and (5) The Alert – Flesh to You (How we signal ourselves when to go forward in faith).
This week we learnt about the Money Key. We were born to deliver miracles with money!

We can use our money to show God’s goodness in miraculous ways to people. Let them do good, that they may be rich in good works, ready to give, willing to share. (1 Timothy 6:18) 

God uses people, like us, to unlock a miracle of financial provision for another person. We see God’s transfer process in Proverbs 19:17: Whoever is generous lends to the Lord, and he will pay back what he has given. 

The God-Pocket is a practical tool for delivering financial miracles. It is a specific location where you keep money that has been devoted to God so that you can give it to someone in need as soon as God nudges you to do so. This means that we are ready in advance to give when we come across a need. 
Here are five steps to start a God Pocket: 
(1) Decide how much money to put into your God Pocket. This is not your monthly tithe money but extra money to give away as God leads you. 
(2) Give the money to God - it is still in your possession, but it is no longer yours but God’s to do whatever he wants to do with it. 
(3) Put it into your God Pocket. Choose a special spot where it won’t get confused with your other money – a different place in your wallet or purse, or a dedicate pocket. 
(4) Aim to pass it on when God nudges, you won’t argue with Him or talk yourself out of giving it away. Just trust that God will meet a need through you where he reveals the person to you. 
(5) Wait for God to nudge you when, where, and to who He wants His funds transferred. When you are carrying money around that is no longer yours, money that you have detached yourself emotionally from, you will be free to act when God nudges you.
