He designed a system and after a battle with the motor car manufacturers was rewarded for his invention. Because this ordinary guy used his abilities and was driven by a passion for a better life all of us who drive cars can enjoy a better driving experience! You don’t have to be someone special of famous to do something special in life – and who knows, maybe you will be well rewarded like Robert was!
