Destiny – Week 7
Welcome to week 7 of our Destiny series. Today we are going to learn how to actually live our destiny.

Here is what we covered during the last six weeks:

We saw that destiny is a specific task that God wants me to do on earth.

Destiny lies at the intersection of four things: Ability, Passion, Need and Conscience.
We started to actually discover what our destiny is.

So how do I find my destiny? Get to know my abilities, passion, needs around me and my conscience.

My God-Given Destiny: You described your destiny in a few statements and then completed the sentence: God has put me on earth to…
Test Your Destiny: You asked yourself two questions to check that your destiny is on track: (1) How does it glorify God? (2) How does it build others?
You spent a week refining your destiny. 

Last week you looked at things that will stop you living your destiny.

During the world war in Britain – when England was getting a hiding and at risk of being over-run by the Germans and wiped off the face of the earth, their prime minister. Winston Churchill got on the radio and called Britons to step up and live their destiny. He said: "To every man there comes in his lifetime that special moment when he is figuratively tapped on the shoulder and offered a chance to do a very special thing, unique to him and fitted to his talents. What a tragedy if that moment finds him unprepared or unqualified for the work which would be his finest hour."
What stopped King David from living his destiny? 2 Samuel 11:1-5 - In the spring, at the time when kings go off to war, David sent Joab out with the king's men and the whole Israelite army. They destroyed the Ammonites and besieged Rabbah. But David remained in Jerusalem. One evening David got up from his bed and walked around on the roof of the palace. From the roof he saw a woman bathing. The woman was very beautiful, and David sent someone to find out about her. The man said, "Isn't this Bathsheba, the daughter of Eliam and the wife of Uriah the Hittite?" Then David sent messengers to get her. She came to him, and he slept with her. Then she went back home. She conceived and sent word to David, saying, "I am pregnant.“
This week you will explore what will help you live your destiny. 
What helped Joseph live his Destiny? Genesis 39:1-6
1 Now Joseph had been taken down to Egypt. Potiphar, an Egyptian who was one of Pharaoh's officials, the captain of the guard, bought him from the Ishmaelites who had taken him there. 2 The LORD was with Joseph and he prospered, and he lived in the house of his Egyptian master. 3 When his master saw that the LORD was with him and that the LORD gave him success in everything he did, 4 Joseph found favor in his eyes and became his attendant. Potiphar put him in charge of his household, and he entrusted to his care everything he owned. 5 From the time he put him in charge of his household and of all that he owned, the LORD blessed the household of the Egyptian because of Joseph. The blessing of the LORD was on everything Potiphar had, both in the house and in the field. 6 So he left in Joseph's care everything he had; with Joseph in charge, he did not concern himself with anything except the food he ate. 
Get into small groups and find things in this story that will help us live our destiny.
What helped Joseph live his Destiny? Genesis 39:7-12
Now Joseph was well-built and handsome, 7 and after a while his master's wife took notice of Joseph and said, "Come to bed with me!" 8 But he refused. "With me in charge," he told her, "my master does not concern himself with anything in the house; everything he owns he has entrusted to my care. 9 No one is greater in this house than I am. My master has withheld nothing from me except you, because you are his wife. How then could I do such a wicked thing and sin against God?" 10 And though she spoke to Joseph day after day, he refused to go to bed with her or even be with her. 11 One day he went into the house to attend to his duties, and none of the household servants was inside. 12 She caught him by his cloak and said, "Come to bed with me!" But he left his cloak in her hand and ran out of the house. 
Small group feedback of things learned.

1. Grow Character: Watch your thoughts; they become your words. Watch your words; they become your actions. Watch your actions; they become your habits. Watch your habits; they become your character. Watch your character for it will become your destiny.

2. Take Responsibility: (a) Keep commitments, (b) Be proactive, (c) Be faithful in small thing. It is in your moments of decision that your destiny is shaped. (Anthony Robbins)

3. Get Skills: Develop yourself in line with your destiny: (a) Read and study, (b) Learn new skills and (c) Practise new skills. Man is asked to make of himself what he is supposed to become to fulfil his destiny (Paul Tillich).

4. Make it Happen: (a) Pray, (b) Develop Prayer Partners, (c) Find Ministry Partners, (d) Take the First Step and (e) Overcome Obstacles.
You are special! You can make a difference! You can fulfil your destiny! Look for opportunities to grow! Find where God is working and join Him!!!
