Graffiti Night
The Big Idea:

This event was designed to expose teens to the graffiti subculture, give them the chance to learn how to create an original work of art, and use a graffiti-style gospel presentation. 

The Preparation:

* A presentation was created of graffiti pics from society (you can search the Internet to find them),

* Tables seating 8 teens each were placed in the youth venue. Pencils were placed on the tables.

* Pieces of cardboard were arranged for each young person to create their artwork on. 

* A sample completed graffiti artwork was created to show teens what they could create on the night.

* Sample graffiti alphabet letters in various styles were printed for teens to copy.

* A photographer was asked to take a head shot of each teen (these were turned into black and white silhouette images using PhotoShop on the night).

* These images were projected onto a big screen so teens could trace their image onto their boards.
* Paint was bought for teens to paint with, and placed in small containers on tables – including water to wash brushes when changing colours.

The Program:

The evening started with hang time, then the showing of two graffiti videos, the showing of graffiti photos from society, then the teens were invited to take a piece of card board, select a font style to use in their creation, choose a word to tag and trace and paint the image of themselves into the artwork. See the PowerPoint for some examples. At the end of the evening there was a showing of the different creations and a gospel presentation using the Gospel Graffiti video clip.
