There are times when I am Not Okay and some of my friends are not Okay!

They could be Not Okay on Earth 

Or Not Okay for Eternity!

What can you do for them?

You need to bring them to Jesus! Like the guys who brought their lame friend to Jesus who was healed and saved by Jesus.

Where do you start?

1. Identify. Find friends in your circle who are not okay!

You got 2 cards and identified 5 people that you think God is leading you to help. 

2. Pray. Pray that God will begin to work in the lives of the friends that you have identified.

Everyday last week we prayed for 5 minutes at 5 o’clock in the afternoon for our 5 friends!

Practical: Turn to the person next to you and ask them: How did you feel praying for your friends this week? What happened?
What’s After Identify & Pray?

3. Chill 

Jesus Chilled With People: Jesus was great at meeting people where they were and spending time with them.

* At a well! 

* At a home! 

* At the beach 

* At a wedding!

* At a funeral!

Don’t panic!

I know you are not Jesus!

But you can follow his example!

Look for a chance to Chill with someone on your list this week.

What Can You Do to Chill With Them? Here are some Example: 

* Hang out at the mall

* Watch a movie

* Share a video 

* Study together 

* Jam together 

* Share a milkshake 

* Play a game 
Before we move on, even though some of my pics show guys and girls together – your chilling should be with someone from the same sex!!! 
This is strictly Girls2Girls… 

…and Boys2Boys. 
Missionary dating or flirt to conver seldom works! It either leads to a broken heart or someone falling away from the Lord.

How Do You Make The Chill Happen? 

Not Like This! Imagine I am wanting to Chill with my neighbour – I don’t say to him: “Barry, if you don’t go to church you are going to burn in hell! Come to our gospel service on Sunday at 8 where Mark is preaching, worship is powerful and you can give an offering.” 

Rather Like This: I’m going to say: “Hey Uncle Barry, what are you doing on Saturday morning?  I’m going to Marievale Bird Sanctuary. Would you like to come with me for some birding watching and a picnic? I could pick you up at 7am if that is not too early for you.”
This is actually what I am planning to do this coming week with Barrie who is one of the people on my list.

Here are some key phrases you could use… (1) Hey ___ (name), (2) I’m going to ___ (place). (3) Would you like to go with me?

Practical: Go to the board, find your prayer card and circle one person’s name that you believe God is leading you to focus on this coming week. 

The Challenge: Make it happen…this week! 
What is the Next Step?

4. Connect. When you chill with the person on your list, look for an opportunity to connect at a deeper level. 

You don’t have to share the gospel with your friend this week. 

Jesus Connected With People 

Jesus with the woman at the well: John 4:7,13 ‘When a Samaritan woman came to draw water, Jesus said to her, “Will you give me a drink?”……”Everyone who drinks this water  again will be thirsty. But whoever drinks the water I give will never thirst.” 

Paul Connected With People 

Paul on Mars Hill in Athens: Good People of Athens! I see that in every way you are very religious. For I have walked around and looked carefully at your objects of worship, I even found an altar with the inscription: TO AN UNKNOWN GOD.” (Acts 17:22-23) 

What Do You Talk About To Connect? 

1. Getting to Okay: Talk about the I’m Not Okay series and the steps that you learnt to take to get to Okay.

2. Someone Who Helped - Speak about how you went through something really difficult recently and got help from someone at your youth group.

3. ignite Events - Talk about how you attend igniteYOUTH on a Friday night or Sunday morning and what it means to you.

Talk about the next event we are having at youth – and even invite them to meet you at the Brightwater Common on Friday night 8 for a free Coke and Hot Dog! This will give you another chance to Chill and Connect with them. 

4. Something You Know – an idea you have had, a teaching you heard, a Scripture that has meant a lot to you, etc. 

Practise: Turn to the person next to you and talk about something you have learned at igniteYOUTH in recent weeks!

What are the Guidelines for Connecting? 

1. Be Positive. No one wants to be around someone who is negative all the time!

2. Be Real! Be yourself! Don’t be fake or pretend you are something you are not.

3. Be Open. You don’t have to pretend you know the answer to everything about everything! If you don’t know something – that is okay! Say you will find out.
4. Be Clear.  Thou Shalt NOT speak Christianese! Make sure that the words you use are understood by someone who is not a Christian.
