A Lesson from Popular Culture - Star Trek vs The Next Generation

The original Star Trek and The Next Generation appeal to different audiences - with a different view of the world and of what is important and valuable. The Next Generation was created because re-runs were not attracting younger audiences. Ministry approaches designed for the Star Trek generation may not work!

Jesus and the Church: The Upper Room (John 13)

A Church-Based Approach: The church establishes a programme and calls youth to join the programme - Bring Youth to the Gospel

Style #2: Taking

Jesus in the World: The Well (John 4)

A Culture-Based Approach: The church seeks to meet youth in their own culture - Take the Gospel to Youth.

The Lighthouse in the community - How?

1. Contact: Meet non-Christian youth

2. Extended Contact: Deepen the relationship

3. Proclamation: Share the gospel with them

4. Nurture: Grow them in their relationship with Jesus

5. Church: Integrate them into church

Jesus and Zacchaeus: Luke 19 - (1) Jesus met him on his turf; (2) Jesus looked up at him; (3) Jesus knew his name; (4) Jesus spent time with him; and (5) Jesus changed his life.

The Challenge: (1) Praying for Lost Youth Tribes; (2) Sending Youth Missionaries; (3) Supporting Youth Missionaries; (4) Embracing New Converts; and (5) Creating Integrated Community.
