Supernatural Series – Week 6: Acting (Part 2)

Title Slide: Welcome to week 7 of our Supernatural Series! 
Rewind: We are at the end of our Supernatural Series - let’s rewind what we did last week: 

Last week we were challenged to ACT Supernaturally.

Declaration: Because the Battle is supernatural I need Super Weapons.

We activated four supernatural weapons: 

Weapon 1: Speak in Tongues 

* Receive the Gift of Tongues
* Speak in Tongues When Ministering

Weapon 2: Share Wisdom 

How to Get a Word: (1) Feel it. (2) Know it. (3) See it. (4) Read it. (5) Say it. (6) Dream it. (7) Experience it. 
Just Do It: Share the word with the person. 

Weapon 3: Heal the Sick 

Sickness is a criminal, and I am the policeman.
The Prayer Model – (1) Welcome the Holy Spirit, (2) Command the sickness or pain to go, (3) Release the alignment of God in that area, (4) Thank God for the healing, (5) Ask the person if they are healed. Keep praying and press in if they is not complete healing. 

Weapon 4: Raise the Dead 

Jesus sent out the 12 disciples, and said to them…”As you go, preach this message: 'The kingdom of heaven is near.' Heal the sick, raise the dead, cleanse those who have leprosy, drive out demons.” (Matthew 10:7-8) 
Jesus said: ”I tell you the truth, anyone who has faith in me will do what I have been doing. He will do even greater things than these…” (John 14:12) 
Today we are going to learn how to activate four more weapons:
Weapon 5: Drive Out Demons 

1. Deliverance Is Normal - And these signs will accompany those who believe: In my name they will drive out demons; they will speak in new tongues; they will pick up snakes with their hands; and when they drink deadly poison, it will not hurt them at all; they will place their hands on sick people, and they will get well. (Mark 16:17-18)

2. Do Not Engage Demons - Jesus healed many who had various diseases. He also drove out many demons, but he would not let the demons speak because they knew who he was. (Mark 1:34)

3. Authority Is From God - For I myself am a man under authority, with soldiers under me. I tell this one, 'Go,' and he goes; and that one, 'Come,' and he comes. I say to my servant, 'Do this,' and he does it." (Luke 7:8)

4. Remove The Houses - The weapons we fight with are not the weapons of the world. On the contrary, they have divine power to demolish strongholds. (2 Cor 10:4-6)

Weapon 6: Prophesy 

Scripture: Follow the way of love and eagerly desire spiritual gifts, especially the gift of prophecy…Everyone who prophesies speaks to men for their strengthening, encouragement and comfort. (1 Corinthians 14:1,3) 

What is Prophecy? Prophecy is the supernatural ability to know the heart of God about a specific situation.

Prophecy involves: (1) Supernatural Sensing - having impressions.

Prophecy involves: (2) Supernatural Seeing – getting pictures – images or videos

Prophecy involves: (3) Supernatural Hearing

Why Prophesy? (1) Build People

Why Prophesy? (2) Guide People

Why Prophesy? (3) Comfort People

How to Prophesy? (1) Pray

How to Prophesy: (2) Meditate

How to Prophesy: (3) Share

Let’s Practise: (1) Pray, (2) Meditate, (3) Share

Weapon 7: Perform Miracles 

What Are Miracles? A miracle is an event that is contrary to the established laws of nature and attributed to a supernatural cause. (Dictionary) 

What Are Miracles? A miracle is a demonstration of God’s ability and supernatural power to perform mighty acts according to his will. 

What Are Miracles? A miracle is a supernatural act that is beyond human possibility! 

What Are They For? (1) Miracles Demonstrate Heaven’s Authority on Earth. 

What Are They For? (2) Miracles Reveal Who God is and his Love for People.

Can They Be Misused? (1) Wrong Motives - Jesus said to the Pharisees: ‘an evil and adulterous generation seeks for a sign’ (Mat 12:39, Mat 16:4)

Can They Be Misused? (2) Leading People Astray - False Christ and false prophets can perform signs to deceive people – Mat. 24:24, Mk 13:22 

Can They Be Misused? (3) Not Advancing God’s Kingdom - Satan can perform miracles, signs and wonders. (2 Thessalonians 2:9)

Can We Do Them? (1) We must perform miracles if we are believers. “And these signs will accompany those who believe: they will cast out demons, speak in tongues, handle snakes and poison, heal the sick.” (Mark 16:17) 

Can We Do Them? (2) We must perform miracles to reveal who God is and show His love.

Can We Do Them? (3) We inherit power to perform miracles as children of God. It marks who we are and what we are here to do.

Bible Miracles: Examples of miracle performed in the Old and New Testaments 

Some Questions: Who can perform miracles? Will the gift of performing miracles be taken away if I sin? 

Conclusion: We are the ones who are to reveal who God is to the world and see His kingdom established on earth. When we take our place we are truly his children. 

Weapon 8: Have Dreams & Visions
Defining Dreams 1: A Dream is a series of thoughts, images, or emotions that appear in our minds during sleep. 

Defining Dreams 2: Dreams are the Supernatural Communication of Heaven…they are love letters filled with mysteries, intrigue and divine parables.

Interpreting Dreams: (1) Dreams Must be Interpreted - they are Holy Spirit inspired. 

Interpreting Dreams: (2) Dreams are Parabolic - the meaning is hidden. “When he was alone, the Twelve asked him about the parables. He told them, "The secret of the kingdom of God has been given to you. But to those on the outside everything is said in parables so that,"they may be ever seeing but never perceiving...“ (Mark 4:10-12)

Interpreting Dreams: (3) Dreams are Interpreted by the Bible – we must know it. “For God does speak - now one way, now another - though man may not perceive it. In a dream, in a vision of the night, when deep sleep falls on men as they slumber in their beds, he may speak in their ears and terrify them with warnings.” (Job 33:14-16) 

Three Categories of Dreams: (1) God Speaking to our Spirit; (2) Our Spirit Crying out to God; (3) God's Spirit Interceding Through our Spirit.
Examples of Dreamers: The Bible is full of examples of people who had dreams: Jacob, Joseph, Nebuchadnezzar, Solomon, The Wise Men, Joseph

The importance of Dreaming: Dream revelation is one of the ways that God transfers His divine plan and intention to earthly reality to invite us to become involved with Him in His plan. 

Visions: “And afterward, I will pour out my Spirit on all people. Your sons and daughters will prophesy, your old men will dream dreams, your young men will see visions. Even on my servants, both men and women, I will pour out my Spirit in those days.” (Joel 2:28-29) 

Activation: Pray for youth and ask God to give them a picture, image, and ask them to expect to receive from God. 

Rewind: We have come to the end of the Supernatural Series - let’s review previous sessions: 

In Part 1 we were challenged to BE supernatural because God loves us perfectly! 

When we encounter Jesus we are pulled into a new realm and we receive a new identify. 

We may look ordinary, but we have a new identify – we have been transformed:

Declaration: I Am Supernatural Because I Am… 

In Part 2 we were challenged to THINK supernaturally.

We looked at Romans 12:2. Because of God’s mercy - Offer your body - As a living sacrifice - Do not conform to the world - But be transformed - By renewing your mind.
Our thoughts shape us! Our thoughts become beliefs become words become actions become habits become character. 

Declaration: Because God is Supernatural I think I can…you stepped up to the microphone and shared what you believe you will accomplish because God is supernatural. 
There are 2 kinds of thinking: Natutal and Supernatural:
1. Negative vs Positive Thinking

2. Small vs Big Thinking

3. Doubtful vs Possibile Thinking

4. Selfish vs Selfless Thinking 

Declaration: Because God is Supernatural I will accept his mission to: 

1. Follow Jesus 

2. Fish for Men

3. Make Disciples 

4. Shine Before Men 

5. Meet People’s Needs
