Being: Today we start the first of 2 weeks on Being supernatural? How is it possible for us to experience the supernatural? What do we have to do to qualify? How can we, mere mortals – infallible, sometimes angelic and sometimes demonic – be supernatural??? 
The Theft: (Set up the following roleplay – do it seriously so teens think it is a real situation). Before we get into our session this morning, I need to tell you about a very serious situation that has developed at igniteYOUTH. Last Sunday we noticed that the offering we had collected, R390, had been stolen out of the offering box. We were really angry about it and did not know who could have taken it. I got a phone call on Thursday from one of the igniteYOUTH members confessing that they had taken it but could not return it. I would like ________ (name) to come forward. “Why are you not able to return the money?” “I spent it. But I am sorry for stealing it!” So guys: what are we going to do about it? It was your offering money that was given to God! Turn to someone next to you and come up with how we should respond to him! 

The Advice: So what are some of your suggestions about how we as leaders should handle the theft of the offering money?

The Solution: Have a leader step forward and pay the whole amount back – it is placed into the offering box – and the case is dismissed – the person is forgiven and is free to be a part of the group and the matter will never be raised again! 
The Review: Someone did something wrong; They needed to make it right; They were unable to make it right; Someone paid the price; The case is closed and the offense will never be mentioned again nor held against them.

The One Thought: Today I want you to take away just one thought – you are going to hear it again and again! We are going to illustrate the goodness of God – here is the thought: God loves me perfectly! 
The Quiz: Ask the teens what is the name of the new new Black Eyed Peas song that was released last week. The winner will receive a prize – a lollypop. 

The Answer: Meet Me Halfway - Give the winner their prize but then give everyone one too. Ask the person who got the prize how they feel that everyone else got a prize as well. Sometimes we are angry when people get things that they don’t deserve. 

The Parable of the Workers in the Vineyard: This happened in a parable that Jesus told in Matthew 20:1-16. The owner of a vineyard went out at 6am and hired some workers and agreed to pay them R50 for the day’s work. He got more workers at 9 and 12 and 3. At 5 o’clock the end of the work day the called all the workers and paid them each R50. Those who had worked all day in the hot sun complained and said that it was unfair.  He told them that he had done no wrong – that he had paid them what he had agreed to pay them and had decided to be generous to all the workers – even those who had only worked for 2 hours.  He said that he had the right to be generous with his own money.
