Title Slide: Welcome to week 3 of our Supernatural Series! 
Rewind: Let’s rewind and review last week’s session.

If you want to ACT supernatural… 
…you have to THINK supernatural…
…and to think supernatural…

…you have to BE supernatural! 
A parent loves their child at birth perfectly – it is not conditional! 

God loves me perfectly! 

Pocket God: A cruel God who makes people suffer for no reason other than his sick pleasure. 

Bible God: Our friendship with God was restored by the death of his Son while we were still his enemies. (Romans 5:10)

Response: Many of you prayed to accept the grace of God into your life (Mtha handout forms)
Anyone who has ever prayed a prayer like this, and meant it, had an encounter with Jesus and were pulled into a new realm and received a new identify. Today we are going to explore that new identity. 
It is all about being Supernatural! Well, are you living in your new identity? Are you supernatural??? 

Maybe we feel more like Hancock in the movie.
Video: Hancock – here are some highlights! 

Will Smith plays Hancock who is a BUM – lying around on a park bench drinking his life away – but actually he is a SUPERHERO – with all the power needed to save the world from villians. He has chosen not to use his powers – when he does use them he can’t control his anger and he causes mayhem! 

Have you seen the movie The Incredibles – they might look ordinary in this image… 

But each member of the family has a unique ability… 

* Mr Incredible – he is super strong. 

* Elastigirl – she is super flexible! 

* Dash – he is super fast. 

* Violet – she is able to make herself invisible and create a forcefield around herself. 

* Jack Jack – he can shape shift into different forms – like a ball of fire. 
Have you seen the TV series, Heroes? They are ordinary people…
With extraordinary abilities! 

Have you seen the movie The Fantastic Four – they might look ordinary in this image… 

But each member has a unique supernatural ability… 
Surely you have seen a Superman movie or at least the Smallville series on television.

Clark Kent is just an ordinary guy – until he rips off his clothes and transforms into Superman. 
Event print adverts play off the idea of ordinary people doing extraordinary things… 

Ordinary people doing extraordinary things… 

Kobe Bryant has just been on his Supernatural tour through Asia. What’s that about?

The boy can fly!!!
The Transformation: So here’s the thing…those who have encountered Jesus, who have received the grace of God – his free gift of eternal life – have a new identity – they have been transformed:
1. From dark to light: God called you out of darkness into his wonderful light. (1 Peter 2:9) 
2. From death to life: When you were dead in your sins God made you alive with Christ. (Colossians 2:13)
3. From slave to son: You are no longer slaves but God's children and God has made you heirs. (Galatians 4:7) 
4. From sinner to saint: And we are being transformed into his likeness with ever-increasing glory. (2 Corinthians 3:18)
5. From human to superhuman: I can do everything through Christ who gives me strength. (Philippians 4:19)
6. From earthly to heavenly: We are aliens and strangers in the world, citizens of heaven. (Philippians 3:20, 1 Peter 2:11)

7. From natural to supernatural: If anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; the old has gone, the new has come! (2 Corinthians 5:17)
The “I Am Supernatural Because I Am…” Declaration: Introduce the idea of the Declaration. 
The “I Am Supernatural Because I Am…” Declaration Episode 1: The band will start by looking at a passage of Scripture – find a concept to declare (completing the sentence) and then flesh it out and step forward and declare it with freeflow words (up to 4 lines).

The “I Am Supernatural Because I Am…” Declaration Episode 2: Divide the group into two teams – given each group a passage of scripture to read (Ephesians 1 and Ephesians 2) – they have 3 minutes to read the passage, find a concept that describes their new identity and then appoint 5 people tp step up to a microphone and declare it with freeflow (up to 4 lines).

Here is the one thing you need to take away with you today: I am Supernatural!
