When we encounter Jesus we are pulled into a new realm and we receive a new identify. 

We have been transformed and we have a new identify:
1. From Dark to Light 
2. From Death to Life

3. From Slave to Son 
4. From Sinner to Saint

5. From Human to Superhuman

6. From Earthly to Heavenly

7. From Natural to Supernatural

The “I Am Supernatural Because I Am…” Declaration
A life changing passage of Scripture: Romans 12:2 
Because of God’s mercy - Offer your body - As a living sacrifice - Do not conform to the world - But be transformed - By renewing your mind

Our thoughts shape us! 

Our thoughts become beliefs become words become become actions become habits become character. 

There are 2 kinds of thinking: Natutal and Supernatural:
1. Negative vs Positive Thinking

2. Small vs Big Thinking

3. Doubtful vs Possibile Thinking

4. Selfish vs Selfless Thinking 

The Declaration: Because God is Supernatural I think I can… 

Video: Tye Tribbett - Stand Out

Have you seen the movie Mission Impossible?

Video: Mission Impossible – Montage of Mission Impossible movies focussing on the phrase: “Your Mission Should You Choose to Accept It.”
Your mission if you choose to accept it

Have you played a war game before? 
Halo?

Call of Duty?

Command and Conquer? 
In each game there is a mission to complete because of a credible threat.

Video: War Games - Opening Mission from Call of Duty and weapon selection before mission selection.
You are offered a mission: "Your mission, should you choose to accept it, is to…” 
You select your weapons…

The helicopter takes you to the combat zone

You cover ground on foot

You approach your target

You get into position

You complete your objectives.

David, a shepherd boy, was given a mission. "Your mission should you choose to accept it is…”
The giant was huge!

The odds were impossible

The whole Israelite army were afraid of the gant

David accepted his mission and stepped onto the battlefield.

Goliath mocked the little boy coming to attack him.

But David chose his weapons

Took aim and fired.

And defeated the giant.

You have a mission: "Your mission, igniteYOUTH, should you choose to accept it, is..” 
Accept Your Mission: What is it?
1. Follow Jesus – Come Follow Me... (Matthew 4:19) 

2. Fish for Men – And I will make you fishers of men. (Matthew 4:19)

3. Make Disciples - Go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you. (Matthew 28:18-20) 

4. Shine Before Men - Let your light shine before men, so they may see your good deeds and praise your Father in heaven. (Matthew 5:16)

5. Meet People’s Needs - I was hungry and you gave me something to eat, I was thirsty and you gave me something to drink, I was a stranger and you invited me in, I needed clothes and you clothed me, I was sick and you looked after me, I was in prison and you came to visit me.‘ (Matthew 25: 35-36)
The Declaration: Because God is Supernatural I will accept his mission to…Follow Jesus, Fish for men, Make disciples, Shine before men and Meet people’s needs.

Select Your Weapons - The weapons we fight with are not the weapons of the world - they have divine power to demolish strongholds. (2 Corinthians 10:4) 

Weapon 1: Speak in Tongues - They will speak in new tongues. (Mark 1617)

Weapon 2: Share Wisdom - To one there is given through the Spirit the message of wisdom, to another the message of knowledge. (1 Corinthians 12:7)

Weapon 3: Heal the sick - And these signs will accompany those who believe...they will place their hands on sick people, and they will get well. (Mark 16:17-18)

Weapon 4: Raise the dead - Raise the dead. (Matthew 10:7-8)
Jesus actually sent his disciples out to raise the dead – Mark 10:8 
Paul raised a young boy from the dead after he fell out of a window – Acts 20 

Biblical Accounts of Raising the Dead – there are 7 recorded instances where people were raised from the dead in the Bible - Elijah raised a woman – 1 Kings 17; Elisha raised a woman – 2 Kings 4; Jesus raised a widow’s son – Luke 7; Jesus raised Jairus’ daughter – Matt 9; Jesus raised Lazarus – John 11; Peter raised Tabitha – Acts 9; Paul raised a young man – Acts 20. 

Weapon 5: Drive out Demons - Jesus gave the twelve power and authority to drive out all demons. (Luke 9:1) 

Weapon 6: Prophesy - Be eager to prophesy. (1 Corinthians 14:39)

Weapon 7: Perform Miracles - And in the church God has appointed workers of miracles. (1 Corinthians 12:28)

Weapon 8: Visions and Dreams -When a prophet of the LORD is among you, I reveal myself to him in visions, I speak to him in dreams. (Numbers 12:26)

Will you ACCEPT or REJECT these weapons? 

If you reject these weapons… 
You stay in Natural Thinking:

1. Negative Thinking

2. Small Thinking

3. Doubtful Thinking 

4. Selfish Thinking
If you accept these weapons… 

You move into Supernatural Thinking:

1. Positive Thinking 

2. Big Thinking 

3. Possibile Thinking 

4. Selfless Thinking 

The Declaration: Because the Battle is supernatural I need Super Weapons. Think of a supernatural activity you will move towards. Pray about it and look for an opportunity to step out in faith.
