The Battle of the Dance Crews
The Big Idea:

This event was presented to attract teens from surrounding high schools to attend an event on our church property that would be hip and happening and also expose them to the gospel through a guest preacher – a media personality and music artist. 

The Preparation:

A poster was put up at all the surrounding high schools advertising a battle of the dance crews event (dance crews are a significant part of our current youth culture and always a draw card for teens) with a significant cash prize incentive for the dance crew that would win the battle. Dance Crews were required to contact one of our leaders to sign up to perform. They were given specific rules and guidelines for the event including:

* All crews had to attend a dress rehearsal on the day before the event

* All crews had to arrive at the venue 2 hours before the start of the event

* The dance crew had to have no less than 3 and no more than 12 performers

* All dancers had to be currently in high school 

* No alcohol or drugs were allowed on the property

* Dress would also be a factor in judging

* Crowd response would add to the judges’ decision - so crews should bring supporters

* Only 4 minutes were allowed per act

* Crews had to allow filming to be done and footage used to promote our youth ministry

The Program:

The evening started with video clips from international dance crews playing on the big screen. A countdown was used to alert the audience to the start of the event. An MC for the night introduced the event and then each of the dance crews were invited to perform.  Once all the performances were complete, the judges left to deliberate while a guest speaker spoke about excellence in performance. The judges returned and prizes were awarded to the winning dance crew – a giant mock-cheque for R1000 (200$) was given to the winning crew with an envelope with the cash they had won. They were then allowed to perform their routine one more time before a guest speaker (a contemporary artist) gave a gospel message that led to an altar call where around 80 teenagers were counseled for salvation.  A follow-up team had been prepared to handle the responses.
