Using Videos in PowerPoint
In many of the presentations on the Youth Ministry Resourcer website you will see reference (in the notes document) to videos that have either been removed from the PowerPoint or they need to be inserted from a YouTube download. Here is some help for these two options:

1. Videos That Have Been Removed Altogether 

I have a huge DVD library and I make extensive use of showing snippets from the movies that I own.  It would be a break of copyright laws if I were to make clips from these DVDs available. All I can do is alert you to the movies and a description of the scenes that are used. In some cases I have created a montage of clips – and those cannot be included either. In some cases, these clips may be available on YouTube and then I will share a link to where it can be downloaded.

2. Videos To Be Downloaded From YouTube

Where I provide a reference to a video on YouTube you need to visit YouTube and then download the video. This is not as simple as it sounds as simply playing the video in YouTube will not provide you with an option to download the video. Here are instructions depending on which browser you are using:

A. If you are using Internet Explorer you can visit the following page: http://keepvid.com/ and enter the YouTube address for the video and click on Download.

B. If you are using Mozilla Firefox – which is my preferred browser, you can also use the KeepVid option, but I found it best to use an add-on that will help to automate the process. You need to download the following 2 add-ons in Firefox (click on Tools/Add-ons in Firefox and then click on Get Add-ons):

(1) Search for the Download Helper add-on and install it

(2) Search for the Download Statusbar add-on and install it

(3) Restart Firefox

When you next visit a page that has an embedded video you will see an icon on your toolbar – as the video starts playing on the page the icon will change from [image: image1.bmp] to [image: image2.png]


 and it will start rotating. Click on it and select the video to download (on the odd occasion, if the video is almost fully loaded in your browser you may not see a file to download – simple refresh the page with the  video and click on the icon again to download the file).
You will see the video start to download in the Statusbar at the bottom of Firefox. It will tell you how big the file is as well. When the download is finished you can right click on the file tab in the Statusbar and select Open or Open Containing Folder - this is where the downloaded file will be stored on your hard drive. 

Depending on the format of the original video file you will most likely have to convert it before you can inset it into PowerPoint. PowerPoint does not handle FLV files, not MP4 files.  The software that I use to convert video files is freeware and it is called: Pazera FLV to AVI – don’t let the AVI format fool you – this tool converts from all formats to AVI as well as MPG – which is the format you should use. Simple drag and drop the video into the main window of Pazera when it is running and click on Convert to start the process. Make sure you change the default video format from AVI to MPG – You only have to make this selection once and it will stay selected in future. 
Under MPEG setting, I prefer to use the NTSC-VCD option – as most videos are created with that resolution.
