Experiencing Victory
Introduction

The Bible teaches that we can and should live victorious lives. The Victory Weekend helps Christian youth understand and walk the victory that Christ bought on the Cross.

1. Process
There is a difference between an event and a process. Living a life of victory is a life-long process not an event. This weekend is just a launching pad or an introduction into how we can start to live victoriously as Christ intended. 

The process involves:

A. Foundation: Victory Camp will lay a foundation for walking in victory – it is not intense inner healing. It is effective in laying foundations as part of the process of growing in God. It is not a quick-fix, but will bring significant breakthrough to launch out into the process of walking in victory. 

B. Expectation: We must come to Victory Camp with expectation and faith for a supernatural work of healing and freedom. We have faith that the same anointing of the Holy Spirit that rested on Jesus (Luke 4:17-21; Isaiah 61) is present with us this weekend to set people free as He did.

C. Encounter: The Holy Spirit will bring things to the surface in his time. Not everything will be dealt with during Victory Camp but you will receive tools and principles for dealing with things as they arise later in your Christian walk.

It is like a process that is used by a silversmith:
For he will be like a refiner's fire or a launderer's soap. He will sit as a refiner and purifier of silver; he will purify the Levites and refine them like gold and silver.” (Malachi 3:2-3). 

Remove the dross from the silver, and out comes material for the silversmith. (Proverbs 25:4)

2. Sharing
During the weekend there will be teaching, times of ministry and sharing with partners. For sharing to be effective and safe; the following Biblical principles must apply:

A. Transparency: It is about walking in the Light. We share openly but don’t dominate. 1 John 1:5-10.

B. Confession: We must confess to one another; not just to God. He who conceals his sins does not prosper, but whoever confesses and renounces them finds mercy. (Proverbs 28:13). James 5:16.
C. Accountability: We must create and maintain accountability relationships throughout our life.

D. Humility: We must be teachable and open to change: How? We must remain humble, open and willing. 1 Peter 5:5.

E. Covenant of Confidentiality: Trust is vital. We don’t share what we have heard with other people. It is not covenant of secrecy: Certain activities or issues may need to be referred to a higher authority, like criminal acts; child abuse; serious/ongoing abuse and drug addictions.

F. Mutual Encouragement: Hebrews 10:24-25. We want to encourage people to walk in victory so we do not judge or express negative emotions. When someone shares stuff with you, do not judge them or transfer offences you may have to them.  Remember ME IS MY PROBLEM: Avoid blame-shifting and finger-pointing.

G. Honour: We need to be open about issues that have hurt or affected us, but when we do that we must not fall into the trap of dishonouring our parents. Sharing information is not wrong, but speaking disrespectfully about your parents is a sin. Deuteronomy 5:16.

H. Compassion: When your partner shares their stories with you, do not judge them – just listen with compassion. Matthew 7:1-2; Romans 2:1.

Chapter 1

PURPOSE: Why Victory Weekend?

If the Son sets you free, you will be free indeed. John 8:36 

There are three reasons for completing a Victory Weekend:

1. Establish Spiritual ___________________

I will show you what he is like who comes to me and hears my words and puts them into practice. He is like a man building a house, who dug down deep and laid the foundation on rock. When a flood came, the torrent struck that house but could not shake it, because it was well built. Luke 6:47-48

The first goal of the Victory Weekend is to ensure that our foundations are strong and biblical. There are five essential foundations for a victorious life in Acts 2:36-41:

Foundation #1 ___________________

Therefore let all Israel be assured of this: God has made this Jesus, whom you crucified, both Lord and Christ. (Acts 2:36)
Foundation #2 ___________________

When the people heard this, they were cut to the heart and said to Peter and the other apostles, "Brothers, what shall we do?" Peter replied, "Repent and be baptized, every one of you, in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins." (Acts 2:37,38a)
Foundation #3 ___________________

Peter replied, "Repent and be baptized, every one of you, in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins." (Acts 2:38a)

Foundation #4 ___________________

And you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.  The promise is for you and your children and for all who are far off-for all whom the Lord our God will call. (Acts 2:38b-39)

Foundation #5 ___________________

Those who accepted his message were baptized, and about three thousand were added to their number that day. (Acts 2:41)

2. Experience Spiritual ___________________

Freedom is not the right to do whatever we want, but the power to do what is right. Many want to do right, but seem to be in bondage to what is wrong. Jesus promises spiritual freedom.

Then you will know the truth, and the truth will set you free. John 8:32

Victory Weekend is a time to claim the biblical promises of freedom. It is also a time to honestly assess our lives in light of God's word. Understanding and walking in truth are the keys to freedom. 
At a Victory Weekend, people are set free from:

* Generational curses 

* Relational issues
* Sexual sins

* Spiritual errors
* Addictions 

3. Encourage Spiritual ___________________

This is to my Fathers glory - that you bear much fruit, showing yourselves to be my disciples. (John 15:8)
"Come, follow me, "Jesus said, "and I will make you fishers of men." (Matthew 4:19)
Victory Weekend is designed to help us live a life of maximum fruitfulness. Every Christian is to be a disciple and to make disciples. As we follow Jesus, we learn to fish for men. As we receive ministry, we minister to others.

Chapter 2

TRANSFORMATION: How God Changes People

Now the Lord is the Spirit, and where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is freedom. (2 Corinthians 3:17)
The goal of Christianity is Christlikeness. To the degree that we are not Christlike in our attitudes, motives, action, or speech, we need to change. In other words, we all need to change.

There are basically three types of change:

1.___________________________

2.___________________________

3.___________________________

Reformation and conformation are primarily external and dependent on human effort while transformation is a complete change, internal and external, and is not the result of human effort.

Reformation and conformity is what we do to change while transformation is what God does to change us.

Change is a partnership:

In the same way continue to work out your salvation with fear and trembling. It is God who produces in you the desires and actions that please him. (Philippians 2:12-13)
How God Changes People 
The Bible reveals three agents of change God uses in our lives.

1. ___________________________

Hearing, holding to, and knowing truth brings freedom. As we hear, understand, and respond to God's written word, we will experience freedom and lasting change.

To the Jews who had believed him, Jesus said, "If you hold to my teaching, you are really my disciples. Then you will know the truth, and the truth will set you free." (John 8:31-32)
Truth we are ignorant of does not change us. We must first know the truth, then be set free.

2. ___________________________

Sin produces bondage. The Spirit of God brings freedom. As we experience the presence and power of the Holy Spirit, we will be set free, changed, and transformed into God's likeness.

Now the Lord is the Spirit, and where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is freedom. And we, who with unveiled faces all reflect the Lords glory, are being transformed into his likeness with ever-increasing glory, which comes from the Lord, who is the Spirit. (2 Corinthians 3:17-18)
The more we expect and experience the presence of the Holy Spirit, the more we will be changed into his likeness.

3. ___________________________

Lasting change starts internally in the mind and eventually transforms external action. As we read, study and meditate on God's word, our minds will be renewed and we will be transformed.

Do not conform any longer to the pattern of this world but be transformed by the renewing of your mind. Then you will be able to test and approve what Gods will is-his good, pleasing and perfect will. (Romans 12:2)
There is no middle ground. Either we are conforming to the world or we are renewing our minds.

Chapter 3

THE CROSS: What God Did For Me

Christ carried our sins in his body on the cross so that freed from our sins, we could live a life that has God's approval. (1 Peter 2:24)
Let us fix our eyes on Jesus, the author and perfecter of our faith, who for the joy set before him endured the cross, scorning its shame, and sat down at the right hand of the throne of God. (Hebrews 12:2)
The cross was the central message of the New Testament apostles. To understand and experience the cross of Christ, we must understand the three things that happened on the cross:
1. _____________________________

Jesus suffered the pain of the cross because of my sins. 

He was wounded for our rebellious acts. He was crushed for our sins. He was punished so that we could have peace, and we received healing from his wounds. (Isaiah 53:5)
2. _____________________________

Jesus took our place on the cross, becoming our sin and suffering our punishment, so we could receive his righteousness.

God made him who had no sin to be sin for us, so that in him we might become the righteousness of God. (2 Corinthians 5:21)
3. _____________________________

Jesus came to seek and save the Lost – to save sinners from the wrath of God
Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners. (1 Timothy 1:15)
Since we have now been justified by his blood, how much more shall we be saved from God's wrath through him! (Romans 5:9)
How Should We Respond to What Jesus Did on the Cross?

1. ______________________ of all sin.

Repent, then, and turn to God, so that your sins may be wiped out. (Acts 3:19)
2. ______________________ forgiveness for Sin.

People who believe in the one named Jesus receive forgiveness for their sins through him. (Acts 10:43)
3. ______________________ the price he paid for our sin.

Remember Jesus Christ, raised from the dead, descended from David.  (2 Timothy 2:8)

Chapter 4

IDENTITY: What God Thinks About Me

But you are a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people belonging to God, that you may declare the praises of him who called you out of darkness into his wonderful light. (1 Peter 2:9)
There are three pictures of who we are in Christ and how we should act:
1. We are ___________________
You didn't choose me, but I chose you. I have appointed you to go, to produce fruit that will last. (John 15:16)

God chose us because he loved us not because of anything we had done. 

Because I am chosen I must bear fruit!

2. We are ___________________
You made them a kingdom and priests for our God. They will rule as kings on the earth. (Revelation 5:10)

We are a royal priesthood – like priests we have special access to God. 
Because I am Royal I must live close to God.

3. We are ___________________
But just as he who called you is holy, so be holy in all you do; for it is written: "Be holy, because I am holy." (1 Peter 1:15-16)

Holiness is a heart issue. It is who we are before what we do. 
Because I am holy I must live a holy life.

Who we are determines how we act:

* Fish swim because they are fish. 
* Birds fly because they are birds. 
* We are chosen, royal and holy – So we must act like it!

Introduction 
The Big 5 Issues

1. The Five Big Issues Are:
A. Generational curses

2. The Session Outline
This is how we will deal with each of the issues:
A. Teaching – there will be a 25 minute impartation on the issue by one of the leaders.
B. Question and Answer – you will have 5 minutes to ask questions of the presenter.
C. Personal Profile – you will have 5 minutes to complete the personal profile booklet.
D. Partner Sharing – you will have 10 minutes to share the issues from profile with a partner.
E. Ministry Time – for 10 minutes you will be led in a time of ministry around the issue. 
How Character is Created:
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The Process of Deliverance

A. The first step to victory is to Recognise any issue that God has brought to your attention that you need to deal with. 

B. The second step is Repent – where you commit to turn your back on the issue, choose to renew your mind and ask God to help you think differently about it. 

C. The third step is to Renounce – which means to fall out of agreement with the issue and renounce its power over your life. If it is a curse you fall out of agreement with the curse and you renounce its power to operate in your life, you renounce its power to operate in your children’s life - when you have them one day - and the generations to come. If it is sin you have been involved in, you renounce the power of that sin. You close the door on the enemy - he does not have a hold on you anymore! The enemy no longer has authority to operate in your life in the area. 

D. The fourth step is Rebuke – when we rebuke the evil one, any demonic spirit that is associated with the issue has to leave – there is no shouting - it just has to go because you have taken its authority away. 

E. The fifth step is Receive – where you now ask God to replace what has been taken away with his blessing and grace. Where there was unforgiveness and bitterness you pray to receive God’s grace to forgive; where there was a curse you receive the Lord’s blessing to replace the curse – we speak and announce the blessings of God in areas of poverty for example.

Chapter 5

Victory Over GENERATIONAL CURSES
Praise be to the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us in the heavenly realms with every spiritual blessing in Christ. (Ephesians 1:3)
The scriptures speak of the sins of one generation negatively affecting future generations:
You shall not bow down to them or worship them; for I, the LORD your God, am a jealous God, punishing the children for the sin of the fathers to the third and fourth generation of those who hate me. (Exodus 20:5)

If you do not carefully follow all the words of this law, which are written in this book, and do not revere this glorious and awesome name - the LORD your God - the LORD will send fearful plagues on you and your descendants, harsh and prolonged disasters, and severe and lingering illnesses. (Deuteronomy 28:58-59)
This idea of sin running through family lines is today referred to as an addiction or a disease. What the Bible calls the sin of drunkenness is now called the disease of alcoholism. Far from being mere physical addictions, diseases, or uncontrollable forces of genetics, some sinful patterns that run in family lines can be spiritual in nature.

As Christians, we should live under the blessing of God, but sometimes there seems to be evidence of the curse. Spiritual blessings and curses share some common characteristics:

* They are conveyed by spoken words 

* They effect more than just the individual

* They are usually passed from generation to generation

* They must be nullified of they will continue
Biblical Evidences of a Curse

If one or more of the following signs repeatedly show up generation after generation, there is possibly a generational curse at work. 
1. Continual and repeated business failure and financial _______________. 

The grain you harvest and the bread you bake will be cursed. You will plant many crops in your fields, but harvest little because locusts will destroy your crops. (Deuteronomy 28:17,38)
2. Consistent pattern of ____________________ lingering and incurable diseases.
The LORD will strike you with disease, fever, and inflammation. The LORD will afflict your knees and legs with severe boils that can't be cured. (Deuteronomy 28:22,35)
3. Patterns of ____________________ illness, deep confusion and emotional dysfunction.
The LORD will send you curses, panic, and frustration in everything you do. The LORD will strike you with madness, blindness, and panic. (Deuteronomy 28:20,28)
4. Troubled _________________, miscarriage and barrenness.
You will be cursed. You will have few children. Your land will have few crops. Your cattle will be cursed with few calves, and your flocks will have few lambs and kids. (Deuteronomy 28:18)
5. Constant pattern of ____________________, calamity, disaster and oppression.
You won't be successful in anything you do. As long as you live, you will be oppressed and robbed with no one to rescue you. People you never knew will eat what your land and your hard work have produced. As long as you live, you will know nothing but oppression and abuse. (Deuteronomy 28:29,33)
6. Patterns of disaster, disunity; and calamity in the ____________________.

You will be engaged to a woman, but another man will have sex with her. You will build a house, but you won't live in it. You will plant a vineyard, but you won't enjoy the grapes. (Deuteronomy 28:30)
Causes of a Curse 

There are seven biblical causes of curses:
1. _______________________________ and False Worship

You shall not make for yourself an idol in the form of anything in heaven above or on the earth beneath or in the waters below. You shall not bow down to them or worship them; for I, the LORD your God, am a jealous God, punishing the children for the sin of the fathers to the third and fourth generation of those who hate me, but showing love to a thousand [generations] of those who love me and keep my commandments. (Deuteronomy 5:8-10)
2. _______________________________ of Parents

Cursed is the man who dishonors his father or his mother. (Deuteronomy 27:16)
3. _______________________________ and Violence

Cursed is the man who moves his neighbor's boundary stone. Cursed is the man who withholds justice from the alien, the fatherless or the widow. Cursed is the man who kills his neighbor secretly. Cursed is the man who accepts a bribe to kill an innocent person. (Deuteronomy 27: 17,19,24,25)
4. _______________________________ Curses

He loved to pronounce a curse-may it come on him; he found no pleasure in blessing-may it be far from him. He wore cursing as his garment; it entered into his body like water, into his bones like oil. May it be like a cloak wrapped about him, like a belt tied forever around him. May this be the LORDs payment to my accusers, to those who speak evil of me. (Psalm 109:17-20)
5. _______________________________, Incest and Perversion

Whoever has sexual intercourse with his father's wife will be cursed. He has disgraced his father. Whoever has sexual intercourse with any animal will be cursed. Whoever has sexual intercourse with his sister, his father's daughter, or his mother's daughter will be cursed. Whoever has sexual intercourse with his mother-in-law will be curse.  (Deuteronomy 27:20-23)
6. _______________________________ God

Will a man rob God? Yet you rob me. But you ask, 'How do we rob you?' In tithes and offerings. You are under a curse - the whole nation of you - because you are robbing me. (Malachi 3:8-9)
7. _______________________________

No one born of a forbidden marriage nor any of his descendants may enter the assembly of the LORD, even down to the tenth generation. (Deuteronomy 23:2)
Freedom from the Curse
If you or your family live under a curse, the answer is the cross of Jesus Christ. By trusting in Christ's finished work, two things happen:

1. We are _______________________________ from the curse.

Christ redeemed us from the curse of the law by becoming a curse for us. (Galatians 3:13)
2. We are _______________________________

Christ paid the price so that the blessing promised to Abraham would come to us. (Galatians 3:14)
A Choice to Make 

I have set before you life and death, blessings and curses. Now choose life, so that you and your children may live and that you may love the LORD your God, listen to his voice, and hold fast to him. (Deuteronomy 30:19-20)
We have a choice to make. Life or death. Blessings or curses. God has offered us his blessing and is waiting for us to claim it by faith.

Chapter 6

Victory Over RELATIONAL ISSUES
A new command I give you: Love one another. As I have loved you, so you must love one another. (John 13:34)
God wants us to experience secure, fulfilling, and lasting relationships. We break or build the relationships we have by the things we choose to do or not do. When Bible Characters lived a life of sin (like Jacob, Samson or Abel) their most important relationships were severed. Sin destroys our relationships. However, broken relationships can be restored as we allow God to transform our lives.

Common Relational Issues 
Following are five common relational issues we all must deal with from time to time. If we fail to work through these issues in a biblical manner, we will simply stay in the devil’s trap to keep us separated and disconnected from people around us and eventually pass on these relational dysfunctions to future generations.

1. _____________________________________

We all have many opportunities to get offended. Many! With each opportunity, we can either forgive or allow the offense to grow into bitterness and destroy our relationships.

A brother offended is harder to be won than a strong city: and their contentions are like the bars of a castle. (Proverbs 18:19)
Whoever forgives an offense seeks love, but whoever keeps bringing up the issue separates the closest of friends. (Proverbs 17:9)
2. _____________________________________ and Bitterness 

If we do not properly deal with offense through forgiveness, then roots of bitterness will grow and pollute and eventually harden your heart and mind until you are as cold as a rock.

Get rid of all bitterness, rage and anger, brawling and slander, along with every form of malice. (Ephesians 4:31)
See to it that no one misses the grace of God and that no bitter root grows up to cause trouble and defile many. (Hebrews 12:15)
3. _____________________________________ against authority 

All of us will have to relate to human authority figures all our lives. From home, to school, to the work place, to government officials, to church, God has placed human authority over us. The quicker we deal with rebellion in our hearts, the better our relationships will be.
The sin of black magic is rebellion. Wickedness and idolatry are arrogance. Because you rejected the word of the LORD, he rejects you as king. (1 Samuel 15:23)
Many times he delivered them, but they were bent on rebellion and they wasted away in their sin. (Psalm 106:43)
4. _____________________________________ family relationships 

Unfaithfulness, abandonment, favoritism, selfishness, and sin can destroy family relationships. Since family is God's idea, we must make the restoration of family relationships top priority.

Now Israel loved Joseph more than any of his other sons, because he had been born to him in his old age; and he made a richly ornamented robe for him. When his brothers saw that their father loved him more than any of them, they hated him and could not speak a kind word to him. (Genesis 37:3-4)
"He will turn the hearts of the fathers to their children, and the hearts of the children to their fathers; or else I will come and strike the land with a curse." (Malachi 4:6)
5. _____________________________________

Jesus was rejected by man, but was so secure in his relationship with the Father that the human rejection did not actually affect how he treated others. We must not allow rejection to enter our hearts and affect our relationships.

A servant isn't greater than his master.  If they persecuted me, they will also persecute you. (John 15:20)
God's Solution 

In order to walk free from common relational issues, we must simply obey what God's Word says about relating to one another.

1.  __________________________ people who offend you.

For if you forgive men when they sin against you, your heavenly Father will also forgive you. But if you do not forgive men their sins, your Father will not forgive your sins. (Matthew 6:14-15)
Then Peter came to Jesus and asked, "Lord, how many times shall I forgive my brother when he sins against me? Up to seven times?" Jesus answered, "I tell you, not seven times, but seventy times seven." (Matthew 18:21-22)
2. _______________ forgiveness from others.

If you are offering your gift at the altar and there remember that your brother has something against you, leave your gift there in front of the altar. First go and be reconciled to your brother; then come and offer your gift. (Matthew 5:23-24)
3. __________________________ all roots of bitterness.

See to it that no one misses the grace of God and that no bitter root grows up to cause trouble and defile many. (Hebrews 12:15)

Chapter 7

Victory Over SPIRITUAL ERROR
Jesus replied, "You are in error because you do not know the Scriptures or the power of God." (Matthew 22:29)
What is Spiritual Error?

Any time we elevate human reasoning above God's word, we end up in spiritual error. There are two types of false teachings that lead to spiritual error.

1. ________________________ Gospel 

There are many sincere and well-meaning people who are teaching a false gospel. Some have added to the message, resulting in legalism, or have deleted essential parts of the gospel, such as the Lordship of Christ or repentance. Paul addressed the problem of the false gospel to the Galatian church.

I am astonished that you are so quickly deserting the one who called you by the grace of Christ and are turning to a different gospel - which is really no gospel at all. Evidently some people are throwing you into confusion and are trying to pervert the gospel of Christ. (Galatians 1:6-7)
2.  ________________________ teachings about Jesus 

There have been many unbiblical teachings about Jesus throughout history. Some have so focused on his divinity that they have rejected his humanity. Others have gone to the opposite extreme, teaching that Jesus was just a good teacher. To avoid spiritual error, we must base our teaching about the life, person, and work of Christ on God's written word.

But I am afraid that just as Eve was deceived by the serpent's cunning, your minds may somehow be led astray from your sincere and pure devotion to Christ. For if someone comes to you and preaches a Jesus other than the Jesus we preached, or if you receive a different spirit from the one you received, or a different gospel from the one you accepted, you put up with it easily enough. (2 Corinthians 11:3-4)
Examples of Spiritual Error

1. False ________________________ 

(Hinduism, Buddhism, Islam, others)

They were disputing with Paul about their own religion and about some man named Jesus who had died. But Paul claimed that Jesus is alive. (Acts 25:19)
2. ________________________ 

(Jehovah's Witness, Mormonism, others)

Many deceivers, who do not acknowledge Jesus Christ as coming in the flesh, have gone out into the world. Any such person is the deceiver and the antichrist. (2 John 1:7)
3. _____________________ worship
(Catholic saints, Mary worship, Hindu idols, Buddhist idols, others)

You shall not make for yourself an idol in the form of anything in heaven above or on the earth beneath or in the waters below. You shall not bow down to them or worship them; for I, the LORD your God, am a jealous God. (Exodus 20:4-5)
4. Unbiblical ________________________ 

(Freemasonry, fraternities, secret societies) 
Above all things, my brothers and sisters, do not take an oath on anything in heaven or on earth. Do not take any oath. If you mean yes, say yes. If you mean no, say no. Do this so that you won't be condemned. (James 5:12)
Stop forming inappropriate relationships with unbelievers. Can right and wrong be partners? Can light have anything in common with darkness?  (2 Corinthians 6:14)
5. False ________________________ 

(Marxism, Atheism, Humanism, others)

See to it that no one takes you captive through hollow and deceptive philosophy, which depends on human tradition and the basic principles of this world rather than on Christ. (Colossians 2:8)
6. ________________________ 

(Witchcraft, Satanism, Ouija boards, Horoscope, others)

Let no one be found among you who practices divination or sorcery, interprets omens, engages in witchcraft, or casts spells, or who is a medium or spiritist or who consults the dead. Anyone who does these things is detestable to the LORD. (Deuteronomy 18: 10-12)
How to Be Set Free From Spiritual Error 

We can guard ourselves and others from falling into error by observing the following:

1. Read your _______________________ 

Every Scripture passage is inspired by God. All of them are useful for teaching, pointing out errors, correcting people, and training them for a life that has God's approval. They equip God's servants so that they are completely prepared to do good things.  (2 Timothy 3:16-17)
2. Get to know ________________________ 
You diligently study the Scriptures because you think that by them you possess eternal life. These are the Scriptures that testify about me. (John 5:39)
3. Listen to your ________________________ 

It was he who gave some to be apostles, some to be prophets, some to be evangelists, and some to be pastors and teachers, to prepare Gods people for works of service, so that the body of Christ may be built up until we all reach unity in the faith and in the knowledge of the Son of God and become mature, attaining to the whole measure of the fullness of Christ. Then we will no longer be infants, tossed back and forth by the waves, and blown here and there by every wind of teaching and by the cunning and craftiness of men in their deceitful scheming. (Ephesians 4:11-14)
4. Expose all spiritual ________________________ 

Have nothing to do with the fruitless deeds of darkness, but rather expose them. (Ephesians 5:11)
5. Confess Jesus is ________________________ 

If you confess with your mouth, Jesus is Lord, and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. (Romans 10:9)
Personal Application

Have you turned away from false religions and idolatrous practices?

Have you renounced all unbiblical teachings and philosophies?

Chapter 8

Victory Over SEXUAL SINS
But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus, his Son, purifies us from all sin. (1 John 1:7)
We do not have to be slaves to sin and lust. By God's grace and kindness, we have the power to live holy lives that are pure and clean.
Eight Keys to Victory:
1. _______________________God's moral standards
But among you there must not be even a hint of sexual immorality, or of any kind of impurity, or of greed, because these are improper for Gods holy people. (Ephesians 5:3)
Treat younger men as brothers, older women as mothers, and younger women as sisters, with absolute purity. (1 Timothy 5:1-2)
God's standard is "no hint" and "absolute purity." He leaves no room for half measures or no gray areas. The starting point for messing up is rejecting God's standard.

2. _______________________ immoral situations

You spent enough time in the past doing what unbelievers like to do. You were promiscuous, had sinful desires, got drunk, went to wild parties, and took part in the forbidden worship of false gods. Unbelievers insult you now because they are surprised that you no longer join them in the same excesses of wild living. (1 Peter 4:3-4)
Watch out for immoral things (like explicit movies, magazines, internet) that will lead you on a path to destruction. What starts off as an innocent peek may end up destroying your life. Remember that a small bad seed can grow into a poisonous tree.  Jesus said if your eye causes you to sin, gouge it out and that to lust after someone is just like committing adultery with her/him I your heart.  
3. _______________________ ungodly relationships
Stay away from sexual sins. Other sins that people commit don't affect their bodies the same way sexual sins do. People who sin sexually sin against their own bodies.  Don't you know that your body is a temple that belongs to the Holy Spirit? The Holy Spirit, whom you received from God, lives in you. You don't belong to yourselves.  You were bought for a price. So bring glory to God in the way you use your body. (1 Corinthians 6:18-20)
4. _______________________ your heart
Above all else, guard your heart, for it is the wellspring of life. (Proverbs 4:23)
For out of the heart come evil thoughts, murder, adultery, sexual immorality, theft, false testimony, slander. (Matthew 15:19)
Be careful what you learn or put into your heart, especially from songs, music videos and movies – they can capture your heart and remember that repetition will make it stay there. So the more you talk or think about something, the more you will have it in your heart. 
5. ___________ a covenant with your eyes
I made a covenant with my eyes not to look lustfully at a girl. (Job 31:1)
When you see someone that is physically attractive to you, you need to bounce your eyes – which means that you do not take a second look and don’t fall into the trap of lust.

6. __________ in accountability
Therefore confess your sins to each other and pray for each other so that you may be healed. The prayer of a righteous man is powerful and effective. (James 5:16)

Find a friend that you can trust or ask God to bring someone along your way. Start confessing your sins and struggles to one another. As you tell each other things you can eventually go deeper.
7. _____________ victory is possible
No temptation has seized you except what is common to man. And God is faithful; he will not let you be tempted beyond what you can bear. But when you are tempted, he will also provide a way out so that you can stand up under it. (1 Corinthians 10:13)
By looking for and taking the escape route in any temptation you will walk in victory.

8. ____________ your mind with God's word
How can a young man keep his way pure? By living according to your word. (Psalm 119:9)
I have hidden your word in my heart that I might not sin against you. (Psalm 119:11)
Read God’s word daily, and get creative with scripture - have them as a welcome message on your phone, write them on slips of paper which you can stick around in visible places like your mirror or on items that mean something t o you: ”Be salt and light” could be stuck on the light switch of your room or near the salt cellar. “Redeem the time for the days are evil” could be on your diary.

Chapter 9

Victory Over ADDICTIONS
It is for freedom that Christ has set us free. Stand firm, then, and do not let yourselves be burdened again by a yoke of slavery. (Galatians 5: 1)
Our freedom was purchased by Christ on the cross. God expects us to receive and walk in the freedom that he paid such a high price for – freedom from sin and addictions.

What is Addiction?

1. Addiction is ___________________________
A man is a slave to whatever has mastered him. (2 Peter 2: 19)
Those controlled by the sinful nature cannot please God. (Romans 8:8)
Addiction is like being caught up in a spider’s web (like Frodo in The Lord of the Rings) – you are trapped and cannot move.

2. Addiction is _________________________ to sin
We know that the law is spiritual; but I am unspiritual, sold as a slave to sin. (Romans 7:14)
Being a slave means you have to do whatever your master tells you to do. If he says: “Sit, lie down, roll over, play dead,” you have to obey him. When sin enslaves you, you do things that break down relationships which leaves you feeling isolated and alone.
Addictions Can Be Broken 
The Bible is filled with promises of victory and freedom. As we believe and obey the following scriptures, we will discover keys to walking free from addictions.

1. The ____________________ of God 
The grace of God (the free gift God gives to us even though we don’t deserve it) is not just the guarantee of forgiveness if we fall, it is the power to keep us from falling.

For the grace of God that brings salvation has appeared to all men. It teaches us to say "No" to ungodliness and worldly passions, and to live self-controlled, upright and godly lives in this present age. (Titus 2:11-12)
For sin shall not be your master, because you are not under law, but under grace. (Romans 6:14)
2. Confession and _______________________ 
We need the help of other believers to walk in the freedom Christ purchased for us. As we confess not only to God, but to each other, and as we pray, not just to God, but for each other, we will experience freedom and victory. It could be risky but it is worth the risk as we bring our sin into the light.
Therefore confess your sins to each other and pray for each other so that you may be healed. The prayer of a righteous man is powerful and effective. (James 5:16)
3. _______________________ to God
While it is important to have prayer and accountability from others, in the end our victory depends on our relationship with God. God gives the victory so we have to live close to God. We must fully submit and surrender our lives to God.

Submit yourselves to God. Resist the devil and he will flee from you. (James 4:7)
Do not offer the parts of your body to sin, as instruments of wickedness, but rather offer yourselves to God, as those who have been brought from death to life; and offer the parts of your body to him as instruments of righteousness. (Romans 6:13)
4. Being _______________________ with the Holy Spirit
When we empty ourselves from sin, addictions, and bad habits, we cannot just stay empty. An empty bottle is never really empty because nature accept a vacuum - there will always be at least air in a bottle. We must be filled with the Holy Spirit on a daily basis which comes from reading and meditating on the Bible and praying to God each day.
Do not get drunk on wine, which leads to debauchery. Instead, be filled with the Spirit. (Ephesians 5:18)

Spend some time quietly asking God whether there is anything in your life that is an addiction and pray that he would prepare you for victory!
Chapter 10
Living a Victorious Life
In all these things we are more than conquerors through Him who loved us. (Romans 8:37)

What Does the Victorious Christian Life Involve? 
1. ___________________ with Jesus

After they found out that Peter and John had no education or special training, they were surprised to see how boldly they spoke. They realized that these men had been with Jesus. (Acts 4:13)

Victory comes from spending time with Jesus.
2. ___________________ like Jesus

We are being changed into his image with ever-increasing glory. (2 Corinthians 3:18)

Victory comes from imitating Jesus.

3. ___________________ like Jesus

Those who believe in me will do the things that I am doing. They will do even greater things because I am going to the Father. (John 14:12)

Victory comes from acting like Jesus did.

How Do I Actually Live in Victory?
If there is a victory to be won, that means that there is a battle to be fought. As you have seen through the weekend, the battle is against spiritual forces and powers that want to keep you trapped in habits and patterns. These are the ways you can break free and stay free.
1. Attend Youth Events
They committed themselves to the teaching of the apostles, the life together, the common meal, and the prayers.  (Acts 2:42)
You need to be in a place where you can:

* Encounter God over and over again!
* Connect with people who share your passion to be like Jesus!
* Grow with other believers!

2. Resist the Enemy
Submit yourselves therefore to God. Resist the devil, and he will flee from you. (James 4:7)
Your process of living in victory will be challenged by things that affect you and those around you. Issues will arise that tempt you to turn away from God. Use the process of deliverance: Recognise, Repent, Renounce, Rebuke and Receive. If you stick with Him, God is faithful to deliver you through all trials, tests and temptations

3. Find a Spiritual Teacher
Seeing the crowds, He went up on the mountain; and when He was seated, His disciples came to Him. Then He opened His mouth and taught them. (Matthew 5:1-2)
The journey is long. There are things still to come that you will not understand. It is important to find somebody who is ahead of you in the journey. Find somebody that you can trust and open up to. Find somebody who is passionate about becoming like Jesus and ask them to walk with you and teach you. 
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
